Fabrication of lead collimator along with its support structure as per attached specifications and

drawings:

Job Descriptions:
A) Lead collimator:

The lead collimator consist of two components. First components defined as collimator shielding
(Mentioned as component-2 in the fabrication drawing file) .The second components defined as
collimator shielding_2 (Mentioned as component-3 in the fabrication drawing file). These two
components are in the form of arc. All the dimensional details has been mentioned in the
attached drawing in page-2. The materials should be pure lead. Components 2 & 3 should be
made from a solid material. All dimension and tolerances should be as per the attached
fabrication drawing, included in annexure-2.

B) Hylam block:
A hylam block (mentioned as components-5 in the fabrication drawing file) would be
fabricated as per the details drawing mentioned in the page-2 of drawing file.

C) SS-304 support:
To hold the lead collimator and hylam block a support structure would be made using two
side plates and one bottom plate made out of S5-304. (Mentioned as components-7 and 8
respectively in the fabrication drawing file page-3)

D) SS-304 base plate:
Again to fix the above mentioned parts mentioned in above paragraph-A, B, C, a base plate
made out of SS-304 would be fabricated as per attached drawings. (Mentioned as
components-6 in the fabrication drawing file, page-3)

Scope of Work:

e Vendor should fabricate the above mentioned components as per attached specifications
and drawing (3 sheets of fabrication drawing is attached).

e Vendor has to assemble/dissemble all the fabricated components to check the assembly/
disassembly for proper fitting of nut and bolts etc.

e Vendor should provide all necessary nuts and bolts (of material SS-304) for fitting the same.

e Vendor has to provide the dimensional test report of the lead collimator along with its
support structure.

e Vendor should use pure lead material (99.9 % or above) for the fabrication of lead
collimator.

Drawing :
Fabrication drawing of lead collimator along with its support structure consist of 3 pages. All the
dimensions and tolerances are mentioned in the drawing. To fabricate the lead collimator along



with its support structure, vendor need to fabricate different components mentioned in the
attached fabrication drawing file.

Acceptance Criteria:

(B) Acceptance Test at IPR:
Final Acceptance Test will be carried out at IPR as mentioned in vendor site test Sr.

General Terms and Conditions:

i) Vendor has to submit the raw material test certificates at IPR before starting

fabrication works for its approval.
ii) All the materials to be used should be of good quality and free from any defects.
iii) Vendor is solely responsible for Material test and components fabrication.
iv) The vendor has to arrange for the entire required test.

v) Allthe test reports, mentioned in 4-A-1 and 4-A-2 should be submitted to IPR to obtain

pre-dispatch clearance certificate and GST exemption certificate, prior to delivery.

vi) Components/Assembly with all accessories have to be delivered to IPR only after

receiving the pre-dispatch clearance from IPR.
vii) IPR representative will give final acceptance only after successful completion of all
measurements and inspection at IPR site only.

Packing and Supply:

The component / assembly is to be packed properly while supplying to IPR. Any damage

to the parts during transportation to IPR or by any other causes will not be accepted.

Damaged part will be returned at supplier cost for repair or replace works; vendor should

repair/replace and deliver it to IPR free of cost.

The Quotation and any order resulting from this enquiry shall be governed by our Conditions of Work Order and
Contractor quoting this enquiry shall be deemed to have read and understood the same completely.
Where counter terms and conditions have been offered by the Tenderer, the same shall not be deemed to have been
accepted by IPR unless our specific written acceptance thereof is obtained.
Quotation: Quotation should be submitted in the prescribed QUOTATION FORMAT attached with this Enquiry
and the same should be submitted in a sealed envelope super-scribing the same with our enquiry No., date, due date
and brief description of item on or before the due date. Late/delayed/incomplete/unsigned quotations will not be
considered. Envelopes received without Enquiry number, date, due date and brief description of item may be
rejected. The quoted prices should be firm for a period of 90 days from due date for placing order. IPR is not bound
to accept lowest rate/s. IPR reserves the right to place on one or more parties. The scope of supply includes insurance
by the Contractor.
Specifications: Goods should be offered strictly confirming to our specifications/drawings. Deviation, if any, should
be clearly indicated by the contractor in their quotation. The Tenderer should also indicate the Make/Type number of
the goods offered and catalogues, technical literature and samples, wherever necessary should accompany the
quotation. Clarification/s on drawings should be obtained before submitting quotation.
Terms of Prices: Quotation should be submitted on door delivery basis without extra charge wherever possible. For
quotations on Ex-Works, Ex-godown basis the approximate packing and forwarding charges should be indicated by
the contractor. In the case of local contractors, the goods are to be delivered at our stores free of charge.
In respect of tenders on Ex-works basis, in case the tenderer has not mentioned in the offer packing, forwarding and
transportation charges for safe delivery up to Purchaser's site, 2% of the price quoted towards packing (in respect of
both local and outstation firms), 1% of the basic price quoted towards safe delivery charges in respect of local
tenderer and 3% of the basic price quoted towards safe delivery charges in respect of outstation firm will be added
for comparison of offers on safe door delivery at Purchaser's site.

12. Inspection: Goods on its arrival at IPR will be inspected by Stores, and his decision in the matter will be final.
However, where the items are required to be inspected at the Contractors Premises, Contractor has to give advance
notice regarding readiness of the Goods to enable us to depute our representative for inspection.

13. Payment: Payment will be arranged for accepted goods only within 30 days from the date of receipt of goods at IPR
and bills in our accounts section, completed in all respects.

14. No correspondence will be entertained within 30 days from the date of receipt of good and bills, whichever is later.

15. Guarantee: The Stores offered should be guaranteed for a minimum period of twelve months, from that date of
acceptance, against defective Goods, design, workmanship, operation or manufacture. For defects noticed and
communicated during the Guarantee period, replacement/rectification should be arranged free of cost within a
reasonable period of such notifications. In case where our specifications call for a guarantee period more than 12
months specifically, then such a period shall apply.

16. Performance Bank Guarantee: If demanded by IPR, the successful bidder will have to furnish Performance Bank
Guarantee for 10% of the order value (basic price) from a Nationalized/Scheduled Bank/State Bank of India, valid
throughout the Guarantee/Warranty period. The scheduled banks approved by IPR are Axis Bank, HDFC Bank,
ICICI Bank and IDBI Bank. Bank Guarantees submitted other than from banks approved by IPR will not be
accepted.

17. Security Deposit: If demanded the successful Bidder will have to furnish to the Purchaser an interest free security
deposit for 10% (Ten percent) of the order value in the form of Bank Guarantee of an equivalent amount from a
nationalized/ scheduled Bank/State Bank of India within 15 days from the date of work order and the said Guarantee
should be valid till the goods are accepted by IPR. The scheduled banks approved by IPR are Axis Bank, HDFC
Bank, ICICI Bank and IDBI Bank. Bank Guarantees submitted other than from banks approved by IPR will not be
accepted. The Security deposit shall be forfeited in case the selected Bidder does not start the work within the time
limit specified or fail to complete the work within the stipulated delivery period or fail to comply with any of the
terms and conditions in the work order. On successful completion of scope of work and its acceptance by IPR,
Contractor should send a letter requesting return of the original BG.

18. The Contractor shall at all times indemnify the purchase against all claims which may be made in respect of the
stores for infringement of any right protected by Patent Registration of design or Trade Mark and shall take all risk
of accidents or damage, which may cause failure of supply from whatever cause arising and the entire responsibility
for sufficiency of all means used by him for the fulfilment of the contract.
